Upon completion of the training and passing the assessment, they can apply to practise as lawyers in the Mainland.

No more than 8 persons should be engaged in the operation of the individually owned stores.

( 	The setting up of outpatient clinics in the form of equity joint venture or contractual joint venture in Guangdong Province by Hong Kong service providers shall be processed in accordance with Supplement V to CEPA.
